The Tuscan gravel sections are fast, dusty, and unforgiving, cutting through forests
and rolling hills with loose surfaces that evolve rapidly as cars carve deep ruts into
the stages.

Between 1987 and 1993, Sanremo has become a rally that rewards versatility above
all else. As the 1994 season begins, it remains one of the championship's purest
all-round tests, where only the most complete drivers can conquer both the coast
and the Tuscan dust.
